On behalf of Indigenous Gaming
Regulators Management and Staff, | wish to
congratulate those charities that have taken
advantage of the opportunity to license
charitable gaming events through IGR.

Charities can beat the rush that will occur
in the fall by applying for a licence now.
Our staff members are ready to assist in any
way required so that First Nations charities
are regulated by a First Nations Institution
that was developed specifically for on-
reserve charitable gaming.

In order to maintain our standards of excel-
lence, IGR team members keep our mission
statement in mind. Our mission statement

is ‘To provide excellence in regulatory ser-
vices for charitable gaming on designated
First Nations while advocating for socially
responsible gaming.’

IGR regulates all on-reserve charitable gam-
ing which currently comprises of Bingos,
Breakopens, Raffles, Texas Hold’em Poker
Tournaments, Monte Carlo Events and
SIGA Table Games.

To date, IGR has received 34 charitable
gaming applications and issued 28 licences.
We embrace the opportunity for continued
growth and evolution to better meet on-
reserve charitable gaming needs.

IGR Charities Eligible
to Receive Gaming
Grants

The first of the IGR licensed charities are eligible
to receive their grants! This is only the begin-
ning. As more and more charities license with
IGR, they will become eligible for similar grants
equaling 25% of the money they raise (net pro-
ceeds) from charitable gaming.

Why not take advantage of this added incentive?
For every $1,000 of net proceeds raised, charities
will receive a grant of an extra $250. That goes a
long ways towards funding worthy causes in
First Nations Communities.

Currently, there are 20 licensed First Nations
charitable gaming operations eligible for this set
of grant disbursements.

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FSIN Jurisdictional Update

In the initial 1995 Gaming Framework Agreements, a
process was identified that would protect the jurisdic-
tional interests of First Nations in the area of Gaming.
Both the FSIN and the Province committed to a process
whereby First Nations, in collaboration with the Province
could develop a proposal that would lead to full First Na-
tion jurisdiction over on-reserve gaming. This commit-
ment was further expanded in the 2002 Gaming Frame-
work Agreement and outlined specific targets to ensure
the completion of a proposal to seek recognition of First
Nation Jurisdiction in Gaming.

On August 24, 2006, the final draft of the Jurisdictional
Proposal was completed and in February 2007, the Pro-
vincial Cabinet provided confirmation of their support.
The FSIN reviewed and approved the proposal at the
May 2007 FSIN Legislative Assembly.

One of the initial steps required was to have First Na-
tions collectively design, accept and implement a desig-
nated licensing body to regulate gaming on reserve.

IGR Exchanges
Information with
Manitoba Gaming

On June 28 and 29, 2007, IGR President and CEO Greg
Ahenakew was accompanied by Vice President Licensing, Diego
Monteiro, Manager Regulatory Audit and Inspection Services
Doug Atkins, and Table Games Trainer Wayne Salloum on an
information-sharing visit to Manitoba Gaming Control Commis-
sion on (MGCC) in Winnipeg.

MGCC is responsible for regulating the gaming activities of
Manitoba’s two First Nations casinos: South Beach Casino, lo-
cated 30 miles north of Winnipeg, and Aseneskak Casino, lo-
cated in The Pas, in addition to the two Winnipeg casinos, Club
Regent and McPhillips St. Station. They were very aware of
IGR’s ground-breaking initiatives in First Nations gaming regu-
lation, and for two days the parties exchanged ideas on compli-
ance and licensing issues related to table games, poker tourna-
ments, bingos, raffles, and other charitable gaming events.

IGR personnel were also treated to a tour of Winnipeg's two
casinos, and accompanied MGCC staff on a Texas Hold’em tour-
nament inspection.

It was a very valuable two-day experience, as important con-
tacts were established and both regulating bodies gained a bet-
ter understanding of the role of the regulator in the enhance-
ment of First Nations gaming.

We look forward to a return visit by MGCC staff in the near
future as we showcase the new Dakota Dunes Casino.

In order to proceed as per federal legislation, a change to
the Criminal Code of Canada and the Federal Enabling
Legislation isrequired. Currently the FSIN isin the proc-
ess of developing the Indian Gaming Commission which
will be instrumental in ensuring the success of the pro-
posal. At the same time, FSIN will continue to develop a
national strategy in conjunction with the Provincial Gov-
ernment, to advance the proposal with the Federal Gov-
ernment.

The key goals for the FSIN in developing the Indian
Gaming Commission include:

Develop consensus on roles and responsibilities
Develop guidelines for the structure of the Com-
mission

Ensure appropriate capacity and division of
functions

In October of 1997, Lawrence was elected
Fourth Vice-Chief of the FSIN and remained at this post for three
terms. On October 25, 2006, the Chiefs in Assembly chose Law-
rence Joseph as their new Chief. Chief Joseph® current portfolio
assignments include Executive Chair, Chair of the Indian Govern-
ance Commission, Regional Chief of the AFN, Treaty Governance
Processes, International Affairs, Government of Canada, Govern-
ment of Saskatchewan, Office of the Treaty Commissioner, First
Nations Women® Commission, Veterans and Senate and of course
Chairman of the Indigenous Gaming Regulators.

Big River Community
Profile

The Big River First Nation is located 120 kilometers

The September 30, 2007 deadline is fast approaching!
Charities who choose to begin the process now will not
experience the stress of last minute rushing to complete
forms in the fall. Remember that receipt of SIGA Trust
Fund Revenues is tied to regulation. Presently there are
only two regulators in Saskatchewan—Indigenous Gam-
ing Regulators Inc (IGR) and Saskatchewan Liquor and
Gaming Authority (SLGA). IGR is specific to First Na-
tions.

Those charities that have taken the initiative to license
now have found the process to be much easier than they
had anticipated. Essentially, charities need to have a
charitable mandate and be structured to use the proceeds
from gaming for relief of poverty, advancement of educa-
tion or religion, or for the general benefit of the commu-
nity .

Licensing applications simply detail what the charity will
do to raise money for charity and who will be responsible
for the administration of the funds raised. Reporting will
reflect that the fundraising took place as per the above.

Licensing is a way for First Nations Governments to opti-
mize fundraising potential on-reserve and take advantage
of the systems developed by IGR for First Nations. It is
also a way to ensure that there is no delay in disburse-
ment of SIGA Trust Fund Revenues. IGR staff members
areready to assist now.
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northwest of Prince Albert, Saskatchewan. It is
roughly 11,964 hectares in size with a total population
of about 2,200 and presently has 1,600 members resid-
ing on-reserve.

In 1878, Chief Saseewahum signed an adhesion to
Treaty No. 6 and up until twenty years after this
point, members of the Big River band made their liv-
ing through hunting and fishing. The traditional lan-
guage of the members of Big River First Nation is
Cree.

Two of the Federation of Saskatchewan Indian Na-
tions Executive members are from Big River First Na-
tion. Chief Lawrence Joseph and Vice-Chief Lyle
Whitefish both hail from the community.

Big River is also well known for its world famous
drum group, Whitefish Jrs., who travel the world per-
forming their award winning beats for all to enjoy.

The much-traveled ensemble have performed in Ger-
many, hosted many Pow-wows, won singing contests
across North America, and performed in front of Presi-
dent Clinton.
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
